An originator must ensure that it receives the 18-digit CLABE associated with the
checking accounts held by receivers in Mexico to ensure that the payments can be
processed. Items containing the previous 11-digit checking account number can no
longer be processed successfully.

2. The second numbering scheme pertains to debit card accounts, which may aso receive
incoming ACH items. Dehit card account numbers have 16-digit humeric positions.
They are not affected by the CLABE requirement, which applies only to checking
accounts. Please note that debit card account numbers change if the card is
lost/cancelled. All debit card accounts have a CLABE account number associated with it,
therefore it is recommended that the ODFI ask for the CLABE account number.

Calculating the check digit: Example

As an example, take the CLABE where the first 17 positions are: 10315012415234578. In this case we
have:

1. Thecheck digit process involves aweight factor (37137137 137 etc.). Multiply each of the
first 17 digits of the CLABE by its corresponding weight. Record only the digit in the “ones’
position. For example in the 5" position, thereisa 5 * 7 = 35. Only record the “5”.

2. Sumtheresults of step 1. (3+0+3+3+5+0+3+4+4+3+5+2+9+8+5+1+6 = 64)

3. Takethelast digit of the sum, which in this example is 4.

4. Subtract the figure from Step 3 from the number 10. (10-4 = 6; the check digit of the CLABE is
6.) Please note: If thelast digit of the sum from Step 3is0, the check digit of the CLABE
will be0 as10-0isequal to 0.

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Pre-production Testing

To ensure that payments flow properly, an ODFI and its first originating customer must complete
testing with the Federal Reserve Bank of Minneapolis and may need to complete testing with
Banxico prior to originating live payments to Mexico. Your COS site will provide a testing
coordinator and a test script to assist the ODFI in ompleting this process. The test will be
conducted over a multi-day period and involves the ODFI creating an ACH file that contains a
mixture of valid and invalid forward items. Test files can be delivered to FedACH anytime
between Monday and Friday but will only be delivered to Banxico for testing each Monday and
Wednesday. The purpose of testing is to verify successful file routing, delivery, return
processing, and the delivery of advices among all participants in the service. The test has been
developed to ensure that all participants can create and process files containing the standard entry
class codes CBR and PBR.

Following a prepared test script, the ODFI submits severa valid 1- and 2-day items using the
standard entry class codes CBR and PBR and severd invalid items. After both FedACH and
Banxico process the items, Banxico will create and send the participant a file containing returns,
which the ODFI can receive and process. Upon the completion of a successful test, participants
may establish a date to begin sending payments to Mexico.

To begin the testing process, financia institutions should contact their business development
account executive at their servicing Reserve Bank to submit the Service Request Form. Once the
completed form has been received, a FedACH testing coordinator will contact the financial

institution to schedule testing.

Bansefi Beneficiary Account Registration Website

Financia institutions using the FedACH International® Mexico Service (Directo a Mexico) can
now use the Beneficiary Account Registration (BAR) Website offered by Bansefi, a
development bank owned by the Mexican government. This innovative tool allows U.S. financial
ingtitutions to pre-open an account at any Bansefi or participating L@Red de la Gente credit
union branch for a third-party beneficiary in Mexico, who then has 10 days to go to the selected
branch, formalize the account and receive their money. By increasing financial access in Mexico
and promoting bank usage, Bansefi has removed the obstacle in account-to-account remittances
from the U.S. to Mexico. For more information financial institutions should contact their
business development account representative or Bansefi at barwebsite@bansefi.gob.mx.

Profeco Marketing Opportunity

Mexico's Department of Corsumer Protection, known as Profeco for short (Procuraduria Federal
del Consumidor), is offering U.S. banks the opportunity to be listed -- on its website -- as
providers of the FedACH International Mexico Service. The name and addresses for al of a
bank's various branch locations can be listed, as well as the prices the bank will charge to its
customers to send money to Mexico via the FedACH International Service. The service name
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listed on the Profeco website is being changed to Directo a México and the file delivery time is
being updated as of thiswriting.

The website is part of an educational effort by the Mexican government to promote informed
consumer choices when purchasing remittances. Including information about your bank will
help get the word out in the Mexican community in the U.S. about your remittance products. The
Profeco website lists information about the time it takes for the money to be delivered (1 day
from the originator’s perspective) and the price to the remitter. There is an additional separate
listing for any banks offering the Mexico Service that are located in any of the following cities:
Chicago, Illinois;, Dallas and Houston, Texas; Indianapolis Indiana; Los Angeles, Sacramento
and San Jose, Cdlifornia; Miami, Florida; and New Y ork, New Y ork

The website listing selected U.S. financia institutions offering Directo a México canbe
reviewed at the URL noted below (the website is in Spanish)
http://www.profeco.gob.mx/envio/serv_int.asp.

Although the web site should be a useful marketing tool, participation by a U.S. financia
institutions is entirely optional.

How to Submit Y our Bank's Listing |nformation.

If abank would like to sign up, it can use the attached submission formto provide the required
information for a listing on the web site. The form can be used to input the name(s)/address(es)
of the Financial Institutions and any of its branches that offer Directo a México, along with the
name(s) and phone number(s) of the person(s) at these locations who can assist a customer in
using this Service.

The submission form also includes columns for pricing information (the per-item fee that a bank
will charge the customer for the Service, as well as any minimum or maximum dollar caps that
the bank may have set on sending funds via Directo a México). Finaly, the spread sheet
contains two columns for use in providing the name and phone number/email address of the
individual at the bank who is responsible for completing the form and updating the information
going forward.

Please note that U.S. financial institutions, if they wish, may add language and/or reference the
Profeco website in their marketing materials, as long as the marketing material does not suggest
an endorsement of the bank by Profeco.

Mexican Holiday Schedule

transmit items through FedACH for settlement on a Mexican holiday. When an ODFI submits
items for settlement on a Mexican holiday that is not a U.S. holiday, FedACH will process the
items and settle against the ODFI's and Banxico's U.S. settlement account on the specified
settlement date, and Banxico will deliver and settle the items to the receiving institutions in
Mexico on the next Mexican banking day after the holiday.

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Sample Directo a Mexico ACH Authorization Form

The Pllowing are examples of ACH origination forms that ODFIs may want to use to obtain
information and authorization from their customers when establishing a FedACH International®
program with Mexico. Each form may need to be modified to describe the financial ingtitution’s
specific payment arrangement (payment cycles including 1-2 day ACH credit items, timeframes
and deadlines for the customers). In addition, the ODFI may want to include a foreign exchange
disclosure stating that the payment amount will be converted into Mexican pesos on the U.S.
settlement date and any losses due to errors in the information provided by the customer are the
responsibility of either the customer or the financia institution (may vary with each financial
ingtitution). This would include the foreign exchange loss from re-converting the payment back
to U.S. dollars for returns.

SPEI Operations Manual

Introduction
Banco de Mexico operates a real time settlement system “Interbank Electronic Payment System” (SPEI

Spanish language acronym).

This manual describes the system’s procedures.

SPEI is a payment system that enables credit institutions to make payments to each other and to third
parties.

The system has the following elements:

A central procesor, named “ SPEI Server”
A communications processor, named “Front End of Communications (FEC)”
Client applications to access and control the system

Clients and server communicate through a communications protocol on TCP -IP, that does not depend on
architecture, program language or operating system.
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Credit institutions are free to develop services according to their particular needs.

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General Information

Payment Acceptance

Payment orders are considered settled once the SPEI transmits the corresponding
settlement advice to the Participating Issuing and Receiving Institutions.

Queue Processing

SPEI receives payment instructions in a pending payment queue and uses a process to
choose frequently (possibly several times per minute) a set of payments in the queue that
can be settled.

If payment orders can be settled, they remain in the payment queue. At the end of the business
day SPEI cancels remaining payment orders.

L og

SPEI Server stores all messages that it sends and receivesin afile called Module Log.
Each SPH participant is required to maintain a similar log.

Digital Certificates

Documents signed by a trusted entity that assigns the identity of an individua to a public key.

Digital Signature

A string of data generated by a cryptographic method that is attached to a message to
ensure its authenticity as well as to protect the recipient against repudiation by the sender.
The digital signature is a function of the message, and receiver of the message must use
the public key of the issuer to verify that the message signator used her private key and
that the message has not been atered. The system requires that some messages include
digital signatures.

Payment Instructions

A digitally signed message sent to SPEI by a Mexican Originating Depositary Financial
Institution (MODFI) that includes one or more Payment Orders to Mexican Receiver
Depositary Financial Institutions (MRDFI).

Payment Order

A Payment Order is transmitted from a MODFI to the MRDFI through the SPEI; it is
instructed to pay from a proprietary account or third parties a stated amount in Mexican
Pesos to the designated beneficiary in said order, which can be either the MRDFI, an
account holder of the institution, the Participating issuer institution or any other person.
Each payment includes a unique number within the payment instructions to identify the
payment in the future.
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Returns

A return is a payment order transmitted by the MRDFI to the MODFI to return funds
from a Payment Order that could not be settled.

Payment Instruction Flow

SPEI allows participants to determine payment instruction messages flow within SPEI.
Participants can choose a T type flow, in which SPEI sends the receiver the payment
instruction as soon as it receivesit, and a V type flow, in which SPEI sends the payment
instruction to the receiver only after all payment orders in the payment instruction are
settled. ("Directo a México” will use the V form).

Payment Instructions Priority

SPEI alows participants to assign priorities to the payment instructions: Normal and
High.

Reserved and unreserved Balance
SPEI allows participants to reserve part of their balance to settle high priority payments.

SPEI Operation in Directo a M éxico

Operation of the Directo a Mexico-SPEI interface:

Receipt or Payment Batches by the FedACH.

Banco de México generates V type flow payment instructions and sends them through
SPEI to the MRDFI.

SPEI sends a settlement advice to the MRDFI.
